7 April 1928 Luster gives Benjy a flower to quiet him

7 April 1928 Luster seeks his lost quarter, with Benjy, at the branch

1899 Playing in the water the night Damuddy died; Roskus speaks

1899 Earlier that afternoon, playing in the water

7 April 1928 Luster and an unnamed boy discuss bad luck from Benjy

1899 Damuddy’s death day; Roskus summons to supper; will Jason tell?
7 April 1928 Luster says goodbye friends at branch, still seeks quarter

1899 Walking homeward from the branch while Roskus milks a cow
unknown Cows come jumping out of the barn

25 April 1910 Caddy’s wedding day; Quentin beats a drunken T.P.; Benjy seizure
late-1890s?  Benjy remembers being carried by Versh

1899 Damuddy’s death night; children fed at home but sleep at Dilsey’s
late-1890s?  Benjy remembers T.P. adding to a fire

1910 Benjy hears the first statement of Roskus’s prophecy

1910 Benjy hears the second statement of Roskus’s prophecy

1910 Benjy hears the third statement of Roskus’s prophecy

1912 Benjy and Miss Quentin taken to play at Dilsey’s

1912 Miss Quentin and Luster fighting over toys; Roskus repeats prophecy
1912 T.P. and Benjy watch Mr. Compson’s hearse pass by

7 April 1928 Luster takes home the newfound golf ball

1899 Damuddy’s death night; children at Dilsey’s

1920s Mourning at Dilsey’s house after Roskus’s death

1899 Caddy realizes Versh & Frony know something about Damuddy
1920s Luster fears Roskus’s ghost

1899 Frony discloses Damuddy’s death; could Benjy smell it?

7 April 1928 Luster still seeks that quarter

1899 Caddy, Jason, and Frony argue about Damuddy’s death

25 April 1910 T.P. suspects soda water is stored in cellar for Caddy’s wedding
1899 An argument about snakes on the night of Damuddy’s death

25 April 1910 T.P. and Benjy enjoy the wedding champagne (“sarsaparilla”)

Damuddy’s death night; Caddy still insists it is a party

25 April 1910 T. P. thinks of a way to watch Caddy’s wedding
25 April 1910 T. P. falls down and encourages Benjy to watch wedding atop box

Caddy climbs tree to look in parlor window after Damuddy’s death

25 April 1910 Benjy sees Caddy in her veil at the wedding
25 April 1910 Benjy panics at the sight of Caddy; seizure?; Caddy comforts him
25 April 1910 Caddy’s concern fails Benjy: “I went away.”

Mr. Patterson gives Uncle Maury a black eye

Dilsey pulls Caddy out of tree beside parlor

Luster goes to retrieve golf ball

25 April 1910 Benjy in the dark kitchen after Caddy’s wedding

Luster diverts Benjy from Miss Quentin and her beau

Luster calls Benjy away from the swing and Miss Quentin

Caddy with Charlie in swing; promises Benjy, “I won’t anymore”
Benjy startles Miss Quentin and Mr. Red Tie

Mr. Red Tie taunts Benjy; Luster finds a token of previous visitor
Benjy “think if he down to the gate, Miss Caddy come back” (T.P.)
Benjy’s attentions scare schoolgirls to opposite side of street
Jason denies leaving gate open after Benjy accosts Miss Burgess
Benjy steps through gate, girls scream, he has a seizure

Luster tries to quiet Benjy’s crying

After golfer takes ball, Luster threatens Benjy; Dilsey intercedes
Caddy cries, Benjy cries: the rainy day Maury becomes Benjy
Luster shuts oven door to upset Benjy & takes cake; Dilsey angry
Dilsey opposes changing name to Benjamin

Luster shuts oven door, Benjy burns hand, Dilsey attacks Luster
Caddy wants to carry Maury-Benjy-Benjanin

“The way [Father] looked said Hush”; Caroline sick?

Benjy smells the sickness/camphor in Mother’s room

Caroline is sick; she comforts Caddy

Caroline is sick; Quentin is absent; Dilsey puts Benjy to bed
Caroline is sick; Jason climbs stairs with hands in his pockets
Caddy lifts Benjy while rain pounds on the roof

After Benjy’s name change, Jason cuts up his paper dolls

Jason angry that Luster can’t quiet Benjy

Jason frustrated by Benjy’s noise; reads paper

Caddy comforts Benjy while Jason cries beyond the wall

Dilsey has supper ready but Miss Quentin is absent

Quentin comes back from fight on day of Benjy’s name change
At supper table, Jason refuses Luster a quarter & threatens Miss Q
Father asks Quentin who won the fight

Quentin explains his fight

Dilsey calls family to supper after name change, etc.

Caddy rushes in and refuses to talk, cries; Benjy pulls at her dress
Versh taunts Benjy about bluegums on the day of name change
Benjy and Caddy crying in the hall

Jason and Miss Quentin exchange threats

Versh threatens Benjy on rainy new-name day; Caddy to feed him
Miss Quentin and Jason argue about her staying in the home
Roskus comes in from rain on new-name day; Caddy feeds Benjy
Dilsey tries to comfort Miss Quentin after she argues with Jason
Caddy remarks on Benjy’s appetite

Miss Quentin threatens to leave

Roskus predicts a night of rain after Benjy’s name change

Jason insults Miss Quentin for her inability to leave

Responding to Roskus, Dilsey laments rheumatism

Dilsey angry at Jason for his insults of Miss Quentin

Roskus and Dilsey exchange coded terms about Caroline

Miss Quentin attempts to throw a water glass at Jason

Caddy observes that Mother is sick again; Dilsey simply confirms
Miss Quentin curses Jason; Benjy and Luster go into the library
Benjy remembers being in the library the night of his name change
Luster finds Benjy in dark library with slipper, then goes to circus
Children prepare for sleep in the sick room after Damuddy’s death
Caroline locks Miss Quentin in her room for the night

Quentin cries after confirming Damuddy’s death with Versh
Benjy laments castration; watches w/Luster as Miss Q climbs out
Father asks Caddy if she will “take good care of Maury”; seizure?
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
